Students
will participate in activities atithe “Digital:Sports
Station" in the hall after lunch as'scheduled, or:use
the exercise equipment in classrooms. This;aims
to achieve school-wide participation in'sports'and
promote a healthy lifestyle.

Additionally, there will be a monthly "MVPAB0:
leaderboard to recognize the classes that/putiin
the most effort in sports, allowing students to;gain
a sense of achievement from physicalactivity and
inspiring them to encounter their potential and reach
their fithess goals.
