1. Till 17 December 2021, over 95% of school staff have received at least one dose of COVID-19 vaccine. As
for students who aged 12 or above, around 53% of them have received at least one dose of COVID-19
vaccine. No classes have reached 70% vaccination rate.

3. Asthe EDB would permit schools with good vaccination rate of students to arrange more learning time, we
would like parents to submit a photocopy of your child’s COVID-19 vaccination record to the school if
he/she has received at least one dose of COVID-19 vaccine to allow the school to make suitable class
arrangements.

4. Parent’s Day was smoothly held on 11"" December, 2021 (Saturday). Staff had contacted parents by phone
or other means and talked about their child’s academic performance and conduct in school. We thank all
parents for their active support.

5. The School Christmas Service will be held on 22" December, 2021 (Wednesday) at 9:30 a.m. in Mary Rose
School. The Service would be held in the School Hall and broadcast to all classes. (Arrangements for classes,
before school and after school will be as usual.)

6. New e-books (comprehensive exercises) for Chinese and Mathematics subjects will be released on the
“Rainbowstar e-Learning Platform” for students on 23 December to allow students to continue their studies
at home. Parents may download the “Rainbowstar” user manual at the school website.

7. To prevent the spread of the spread of diseases such as COVID-19 and influenza in school, parents/guardians
please mark down the temperature of your child on the Student’s Handbook every day before sending
him/her to school.

8. School will be closed on the following dates:
20" December, 2021 (Monday) for the Day following the Hong Kong Legislative Election;
23" December, 2021 to 2% January, 2022 for Christmas and New Year Holiday. School will resume on
3" January, 2022 (Monday).
