Arrangement of Face-to-Face Classes from 14 January 2022

Dear parents,

In view of the severe development of the COVID-19 epidemic due to Omicron, and that the
self-care ability of kindergartens and primary students are comparatively weaker, the EDB has
announced that all primary schools (including primary sections of special schools) and kindergartens
should suspend all face-to-face classes and school activities starting from 14 January 2022 till the
Chinese New Year holidays. As for secondary schools (including secondary sections of special
schools), face-to-face classes may continue in the meantime. To ensure the safety and health of all

students and staff, the School would implement the following measures:

1. Face-to-face classes for primary students would be suspended temporarily. Affected students
should stay at home to continue their studies through e-learning for the period from 14 January to

28 January.

2. Online classes for primary students would start from 17 January and the schedule would be
released in due course. Links for the Google Meet online classes would also be sent to parents via

student’s Google Calendar.

3. Face-to-face schooling for secondary students would be as usual, class hours would remain from
9:00 a.m. — 12n.n.

4. Arrangement for secondary students to extend their stay in school till 1:00 p.m. for non-academic

activities would be suspended from 14 January 2022.

5. School campus would remain open during 14 January to 28 January (Monday to Friday, 9:00a.m.
- 3:30p.m.). Parents who find it necessary for your child to stay at school during non-school

hours should contact us in advance to tailor proper arrangement.

6. The School would distribute adequate exercises and e-learning materials to primary students on
13 January so that they may continue their learning during the period of suspension of

face-to-face classes.

7. The school would pay close attention to the development of the epidemic and latest news from
the EDB. Timely announcements would be sent to parents through the e-notice, WhatsApp or by
phone.
