1. The EDB has announced that all schools could start the new school year as scheduled. In accordance
with guidelines of the EDB, our school would maintain half-day face-to-face schooling for the new school
term.

students and Senior Secondary students) are included in the Books Fees.

Student Handbook: Please fill in the “Student Information” Section in the Handbook, and bring the
Handbook back to school every day. Parents should always check and sign each section in the Student’s
handbook for any updates including “Parents/Teachers Correspondence”, “Student’s Temperature

Record”, Calendar and Time-table.

School Bus Fees: Payment should be paid directly to the bus driver monthly. (For school bus line Red 1

to 4, payment should be made via Autopay.)

Lunch meal (applicable to whole-day schooling): “Murray Food & Beverage Limited” will be the caterer
of our school lunch for this school year. Various meals are available and HK$24 will be charged for each
lunch box. Menus will be distributed to students every month. Lunch fees can be paid by PPS, bank
cheques, or through Circle K stores, 7-11 and VANGO stores, or Vanguard Supermarket (no additional
charges needed). For the details of the payment methods, please refer to details listed in the monthly
menu.

P.E. Lessons: Students should wear the school sports uniform and white sports shoes for P.E. Lessons
(students should avoid wearing sport shoes with black soles or multi-coloured).

Students should wear the school uniform / school sports uniform for all school activities (including
activities held after class hours or weekends e.g. Saturday extra-curricular activities).

Students should be punctual and arrive at school between 8:30 a.m. and 8:55 a.m. Parents should come
to school at 11:30 p.m. to pick up their children. There will be staff on duty in the school campus from
8:30a.m. onwards, thus students are strongly advised to come to school after 8:30 a.m.. If you have to
pick up your children earlier than the expected time, please notify the school in advance by phone or
by writing in the Student Handbook.

For parents who drive their children to school, please be reminded not to stop your car at the school
front door and block the entrance.

Students of any year/grade are eligible to apply for the “Extension of Years of Study”, and is not limited
only to Secondary 6 students of the respective school year. Any applications submitted on or before the
end of October shall be considered as an application of the current year; and any applications submitted
on or after November will be considered as an application of the next school year.

In bad weather conditions, the school would operate according to guidelines issued by Education Bureau

(EDB):

* If the Tropical Cyclone Warning Signal No. 3 or above, Red / Black Rainstorm Warning is issued before
8:00a.m., classes will be suspended. Students are advised to stay at home. The campus will remain
open until the end of school hours. For students who have already arrived school by the time, the
school shall contact their parents and make suitable arrangements to ensure safety.

* If the Tropical Cyclone Warning Signal No. 3 or above, Red / Black Rainstorm Warning is issued after
8:00a.m.

- If the EDB has announced the suspension of classes for special schools / special schools for children
with intellectual disabilities, and the student is on his/her way to school, parents are advised to
observe conditions of the weather, road and traffic, and decide whether or not to let the student
continue travelling to school. The school will remain open until the end of school hours. For
students who have already arrived school by the time, the school shall contact their parents and
make suitable arrangements to ensure safety.

- If the EDB has not announced the suspension of classes for special schools / special schools for
children with intellectual disabilities, classes will continue. At the time of inclement weather,
parents should exercise their discretion in deciding whether or not to let the student go to school.

- Students who have already arrived school will stay in the campus until the end of school hours
(except on certain special situations which require immediate evacuation upon EDB’s instruction).

The school shall pay close attention to changes of the weather condition and make proper



arrangements.

16. Assessments of student’s academic abilities will be carried out for certain subjects during the first and
second week. Please note that no homework would be distributed during this period.

17. Parents are encouraged to contact the respective subject teachers for updates of the students’
performances in external examinations (For instance: musical instruments exams) and open
competitions.

18. All payments shown in the “Monthly Circular” will be charged via Auto-pay. Fees for September 2021
will be charged on 30™ September, 2020. [ Please be reminded that a penalty fee might be charged by
the bank if there is not enough money in your bank account. )
